Bibee, John. The Magic Bicycle: The Story of a Bicycle that Found a Boy. Downers Grove, IL. InterVarsity Press, 1983. 214 p. 

John Kramar is living with his uncle's family after the mysterious disappearance of his parents. He finds a bicycle in the town dump that has mysterious properties – when riding it he can fly! Riding the bike draws him into conflict with the Goliath Toy company and a realm of invisible beings, some of whom want to destroy his magic bicycle...

This is the first book in The Magic Bicycle series.

Davis, Bryan. Raising Dragons. Chattanooga, TN. Living Ink Books, 2004. 371 p.

Suppose dragons change into human form and have children. What will their children be like? Billy has breath so hot it's almost fire. Bonnie always wears a backpack; she says it hides a physical deformity, but are those wings under her backpack? Will the dragon slayers seek out and threaten these children of dragons in order to get at their dragon parents?

This is the first book in the Dragons in Our Midst series.

Paul, Donita K. Dragonspell. Colorado Springs, CO. WaterBrook Press, 2004. 339 p.
Kale finds a dragon egg and is sent to the Hall to find out what to do with it. On her way, she finds more eggs and is intercepted by friends who bring her – and her talent for finding dragon eggs – with them on a quest to find a very important egg that has been stolen. In this quest she learns how to develop her own special mental skills while getting to know the good Paladin (a Christ-like figure), resisting the evil Pretender, and discovering her own self-worth.

This is the first book in the DragonKeeper Chronicles.
White, John. The Sword Bearer. Downers Grove, IL. InterVarsity Press, 1986. 294 p.

John's grandma promised to tell him about his dead parents on his thirteenth birthday. But on his arrival home from school that day he finds his grandma on the floor, unresponsive. In his grief and anger after her death, he is pulled into another world. Given a sword's sheath by a mysterious blue light and hailed as the prophesied Sword Bearer, he struggles to come to terms with his position. Will the pull of evil keep him from accepting his role?

Hamilton, Jane. The Guardian. Nashville, TN. T Nelson Publishers, 1994. 239 p.

Tabris, a guardian angel, breaks the one rule given to guardians and causes the death of his charge. Instead of the punishment he expects and knows he deserves, he is given not only a second chance, but also another charge to guard. Can he overcome the animosity of his co-guardians and bring himself to ask for God's forgiveness? 

Adult Books

Hamilton, Dan. The Beggar King. Downers Grove, IL. InterVarsity Press, 1993. 150 p.

This is an allegorical fantasy story of a beggar, Covenant, who calls himself the king of beggars. More than a beggar, he wanders through the countryside, healing people, calling them to his house in the city, and bringing hope while stirring up stories of the Elder God and the Lost City.

This is the first book in the Tales of the Forgotten God series.
Hancock, Karen. Arena. Minneapolis, MN. Bethany House, 2002. 393 p.
Callie signs up for a "psychology experiment" that will help her "find herself" She's expecting virtual reality, but she finds herself in another world fighting for her life. Strange wildlife and even stranger people distract her from following the manual and instructions she was given. Is following the manual really all that important? Are the friends she is making – including handsome Pierce – true friends? Is it true that if she does not finish the course, she will not return to this world?

Hinck, Sharon. The Restorer. Colorado Springs, Co. NavPress, 2007. 477 p.

Susan's husband created an attic hideaway for her, unknowingly reopening in their attic a doorway into another world, into which Susan is drawn. This world has a category of evil creatures who poison by what they say, telling lies that echo in their victim's head, weakening them. The only defense against the poison is the Verses, and Susan has some verses of her own…. Is this a dream, or is Susan really called to help Restore others?

This is the first book in The Sword of Lyric series.

Peretti, Frank. This Present Darkness. Westchester, IL. Crossway Books, 1986. 376 p.

One of the first books by this master of Christian thrillers, this book tells the story of a New Age plot to take over the town of Ashton. Including vivid images of angels and demons, striking battle scenes, and an under-cover look at spiritual warfare, this riveting tale is not for the faint of heart. It will inspire the reader to imagine what really happens when someone prays.

Williams, Thomas. The Crown of Eden. Nashville, TN. Thomas Nelson. 1999. 436 p.
Take a vow made by two kings to unite their kingdom by marrying their newborn children. Add in a stolen infant, a beautiful faith-filled princess, a cruel prince, and a handsome village blacksmith. Throw in a lost crown, a hundred-year old prophecy, scary spiders and a pet snake. Add a twist of a quest and a dilemma at its conclusion. Stir well and sit up all night to enjoy.
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
